Prizemoney is $5000 minimum
The classes for the Open Teams Race include Men/M19/Masters
with a maximum of 5 riders per team. Racing starts at 10a. Spectators
enter through Gate 7 on Back Beach Road.

Cervelo P4 - world’s fastest time trial frame - but is it beautiful or ugly?
The P4 is the eagerly anticipated suc-
cessor to the current time trial standard,
the Cervélo P3. As the P3 is still the
fastest bike available three years after its
introduction, it is clear that creating its
successor was no easy task. After mil-
lions in research & development and
over two months of intensive testing at

the San Diego Low Speed Wind Tunnel,
the P4 is the fastest bike ever in the
wind tunnel, including both UCI-legal
and illegal bikes.
The Cervelo P4 is an extremely limited model -
only 10 have been allocated to Australia -
and Croydon Cycleworks has one in stock at
$8749 - frameset only.
